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women from villages in Northeast

Thailand has inspired a pair of Nova
Scotia women to bring their work to the
province. Textile aficionados Ellen Agger
and Alleson Kase spent four months in
Thailand and Laos last year, where they had
the opportunity to visit local villages and
spend time with the weavers working and
living in them. With the assistance of a
board member as interpreter and guide,
they visited villages associated with two
fair-trade cooperatives, Prea Pan and
Panmai.

Agger was astounded to learn about the
amount of work expended to create the fin-
ished fabric. It begins with raising and feed-
ing silkworms, which are then boiled in
order to remove the waxy resins. (The
worms themselves are eaten - they are high
in protein.) The fine threads are collected,
dyed naturally using local bark and berries,
and eventually spun into skeins on large

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wheels. It takes about two months just to get
to the loom. "The actual weaving is the
quickest part of the process," she jokes.

Agger and Kase held group sessions in
the villages that allowed the weavers to ask
the pair questions about their Canadian cus-
tomers, and to learn more about life here.
They were fascinated to hear about our win-
ter and the need for warm clothing, as well
as to see and handle sheep's wool, compar-
ing it to the cotton and silk fibres which they
use. "They were very interested in growing
as artists," Kase observes.

Kase actually lived in Thailand for close
to eight years, and came back to Canada to
take a degree in international development
at St. Mary's in Halifax. She therefore has an
appreciation for the kind of life these
women are committed to living.

"In Southeast Asia especially there is a
real emphasis on harmony," Kase explains.
People there don't divide work and home
life as we tend to do, for instance. "It's all

pretty seamless.” Working as weavers from
their homes fits well into the village cycle of
growing rice and provides supplemental
income as well. It allows these women to
"stay in their villages where there is that
seamless quality of life," and not have to
live in a dormitory in a large city doing fac-
tory work.

Both Agger and Kase are deeply com-
mitted to the fair trade principles and prac-
tices which have proven so effective for
commodities such as coffee and sugar. As
Kase explains it, the concept replaces chari-
ty with a model for development that is
controlled by the people who are affected.
The people who grow or make the products
set a fair price for what they produce, then
use the profits to build their own schools
and hospitals, rather than being provided

with what outside agencies think they need
or should have.
